While I was away on 

a service trip to India, I had 

the opportunity to spend the 

morning in the slums of Ban-

galore with a man named 

Venkat Iyer. His story is one 

of the most inspiring I have 

ever heard. He was born in 

Mumbai, where he studied 

advertising in university and 

became wealthy after work-

ing in a high-up position in 

Oman. When he retired with 

his wife, and they decided to 

move to Bangalore, where 

they had bought a house 

when the market was favora-

ble. Then, they seemingly 

woke up one day and decid-

ed to dedicate the rest of 

their lives to helping the 

people, and particularly the 

women, of the slums in Ban-

galore. They set up programs 

to help the people and ad-

dress problems they saw 

around them. These include 

a center for teaching chil-

dren how to use computers, 

so they would have marketa-

ble skills, several nearly free 

clinics run by women, where 

anyone can walk in and pay 

10 rupees (approximately 14 

cents) for a consultation and 

treatment. Any other gov-

ernment run doctors clinic, 

would be essentially un-

affordable for the average 

person. He also runs pro-

grams where he collects left-

over food from businesses 

who feed their employees 

during the day, and distrib-

utes it to needy people, as 

well as organizing systems to 

hand out grains like rice and 

daal. He employs local wom-

en to take in orders for cloth-

ing and use cloth to create 

products for the community, 

and runs several schools to 

teach the children English 

and provide a high class edu-

cation. A focus of these pro-

grams is not only to provide 

goods and services to the 

community, but also to cre-

ate jobs and livelihoods for 

people. These are a few of 

the things he taught us in the 

two hours we spent with 

him. While walking with him, 

it appeared he had a special 

connection with everyone he 

saw. He really took the time 

to get to know the people’s 

stories and understand the 

struggles they have in their 

lives. I found it so particularly 

amazing, that his philan-

thropic attitude seemed to 

have come out of nowhere. I 

will forever remember this 

day, and how my perspective 

on the world truly changed. I 

realized what a big differ-

ence kindness and compas-

sion can bring to a place- 

even somewhere like the 

slums of Bangalore.
